Tuesday, February 18, 2020 8:00AM has been scheduled for the Peace Officer Wellness Evaluation Report (POWER) Test. Recruits must pass the POWER Test in order to attend the Academy.

Recruits must be in Room 1515 before 8:00AM.

Firearms will not be carried or brought on campus unless requested or permitted by the academy staff or the range master.

The POWER Test will be administered at 8:00AM sharp. Recruits who do not have a completed medical form on file, (this is the physical fitness exam form) or with them the morning of the testing CAN NOT be tested and WILL NOT be admitted to the academy.  No one will be admitted to the Academy that fails to arrive on time for this test.  Clothing for the POWER Test (locker room facilities will be available):
